1- Fundraisers for Assisting Islamic Center of Daytona Beach: Ongoing

2- Youth Day Camp: Assisting Islamic Center of Daytona Beach. Provide a safe supervised free program throughout 

 the public-school year during school breaks following the public-school calendar examples: teacher duty days Veterans 
 Day, Thanksgiving, Spring Breaks etc. ten-month program. Supervised by MWA volunteers and local University stu
 dents. Free breakfast, lunch and snacks for students are provided. The date starts with the new school calendar year.  

 September through May 

3- Summer Program: Assisting Islamic Center of Daytona Beach. Provide a safe supervised Free Summer Program 

 for youths aged 4 through 15. Free breakfast, lunch and snacks are provided daily.  A Partnership with the State of Flori

 da Summer Lunch Program provides daily breakfast, lunch and snacks.  Scheduled Recreational and Educational activit

 ies are implemented. Field trips, Arts and Crafts projects, water slide inflatables are offered. Quran and Islamic topics 

 are discussed daily directly after Duhr Prayer. Program supervised by MWA volunteers. Dates: up to six or 

 nine weeks Free Super Summer Fun Program.

4- Backpack Give-A-Way: MWA to purchase backpacks, pads, paper, and other school items to give to 

needy students first. Partnerships include The City of Daytona Beach Police Dept. and various 

community organizations. Participants include Muslims and Non-Muslims students. Items for back-

packs – pencils, pens, crayons, papers, folders, ruler, markers, socks. {Donation needed}. Items dis-

persed two weeks prior to school starting. July 25, 2025, August 1, 2025 

5- Scholarship Program: given to adults and senior women who are striving for self-improvement by 

attending local colleges and universities. Ongoing 

6- MWA Food Bank/Food Pantry/Food Drive: Distribution of food items for families and indi-

viduals. Meat, fish, vegetables, rice, macaroni, bread, cereals, milk and juice. Food items are dis-

tributed based upon availability. Food is always available upon request. Ongoing, Twice a Week 

7- Kafan, Ghusl and Janazah Project: Help to prepare the deceased body for burial, help organize 

food for the family, help bring comfort to the family and help to notify the community. Sponsor sup-

plies needed for the disease shrouding. Ongoing 

8- Adopt-a-Family: start this activity at the start of Ramadan to adopt a needy family in the community 

to provide food, clothing, comfort and sustenance as needed. Month of Ramadan 

9- Muslim Iftar, Suhoor: Provide breakfast to the Muslims who attend Fajar Prayers. Coffee, boiled 

eggs, bread, jelly and butter, all prepared food will be provided. Last ten days of Ramadan 

10- Coats for Kids Drive: free coats are provided for needy youths and adults. Socks, hats 

and undergarments are provided as well. December-March 

11- Environment Activity Earth Day/Arbor Day: provide plants and small trees to plant through-

out the Masjid grounds. Vegetables and plants are distributed to the Sunday school students to take 

home and beautify their homes. April 26, 2025 

12- Hospital Care Baskets: provide fruit baskets and various items to hospitals patients from 

the Muslim community on behalf of the MWA to promote goodwill and to uplift the patients 

spirts. Ongoing 

13-  Sponsorship Drive: to conduct fundraisers for various activities and programs to enhance 

our community. Ongoing 

 14-  Clothing exchange: Muslim clothing from around the world to be disturbed to Muslims and Non-

15- Yard Sale: monies raised to help the needy through items sold at a very low cost. Items are made 

affordable to purchase. July 25, 2025 

16- MWA Supporting Animal Shelter: Animal shelter needs food for abused animals. Suggest-

ed donating monthly. Purchasing dry food for animals. Ongoing 

17- Muslims Women in Prison: women convert to Islam in prison and need Prayer rugs, and Qurans. 

Annually. TBD 

18- Prayer Rooms Set up Project: provide local Muslims students attending universities and colleges 

prayer items. Educational Institute providing prayer rooms for students to pray daily will be provided 

with needed items consisting of prayer rugs, prayer robes, Qurans, and Hijabs for students. Bookcas-

es and coat racks are provided. Ongoing 

19- New Muslims Welcome Gift Package: MWA provide gift packages consisting of a Quran, pray-

er rugs, prayer robe and Hijabs for New Muslims Women and give support to Women newly embrac-

ing Islam through phone calls and visits. Ongoing 

20- Muslims Women’s Association Membership Card: A MWA membership card is offered to 

each participating sister. The membership card is free. The card allows members discounts from ven-

dors selling clothes, MWA Flower sales, and ongoing activities and programs held at the Masjid. 2025

21- MWA Supporting Orphans Internationally and locally. Ongoing 

22-MWA Spring Flower Fundraiser: Selling flowers at the Mosque to beautify buyer’s yards as well 

as beautifying the Mosque outside ground area. May 23, 2025 

23-Senior fun Activities Project: Organize activities for senior Muslims such as local field trips, in-

door activities, outdoor activities, fishing, boating, outings, picnics, socials, luncheons and exercise 
walks, etc. Ongoing 

24- Muslim Girl Scout Troop: Establish a Muslims Girl Scout Troop. Annual 

25- Muslim Boy Scout Troop: Establish a Muslim Boy Scout Troop. Annual
